better aesthetics and security for the neighboring properties but the location may 
not be aesthetically  pleasing to the rear residential properties.  

 
Staff believes this criterion has partially been met.   

 
(v) That granting of the variance will not constitute a grant of special privilege that 

is denied by this Ordinance to other lands, structures, or buildings, in the same 
district.  

 
Approval of the requested variance would not appear to constitute a grant of 
special privilege as all the other parcels are allowed to have solid waste 
enclosures. This case is to allow less rear setback and is located closer to 
residential properties than the neighboring parcels. The additional height may or 
may not be pleasing to the rear residential properties.   

 
Staff believes this criterion has partially been met.  
 

At the December 5, 2016 Planning and Zoning Board meeting, the Board voted 5-0, to 
continue case V-18-16 till the January 3, 2017 Planning and Zoning Board meeting. 

 
Recommendation 

As the request has not fully met staff's interpretation on all five criteria required 
for approval of a variance request, staff recommends denial. 
 
If the Board interprets that the applicant has met all five criteria, and approves 
the variance, staff recommends the following conditions: 
 

1. The variances for height and rear setback only applies to the solid waste 
enclosure as shown on Exhibit C. 

2. The property owner revises the building permit with elevations for the solid 
waste enclosure with the City Building Department within 180 days or this 
variance would be null and void. 

3. The property owner installs an opaque gate to enclose the front of the solid 
waste enclosure as per section 607.07 of the Land Development 
Regulation. 
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
